Braille Books

In March 2007 we visited the School For Children with visual impairments. One of the boys we knew from Varna Orphanage for boys was attending the school and we wanted to see him.

While there we learned that the students only had one reading book written in Braille. At that time Compass Braille were located in Moretonhampstead (just a few miles from home in Okehampton) and so we saw an opportunity to help. 

On returning home we approached Compass Braille who were only too pleased to hear from us as they had been looking for an opportunity to branch out into Bulgaria but had no contacts.

As is often the case in Bulgaria the authorities made it very difficult but eventually, for a very modest donation, Compass Braille printed and sent 50 books to the school in Varna.
